Tlie work covers from 1706 to 1783. The first 
volume was also published in a fairly good English 
translation as early as 1832 from London by John 
B~:iggs. 

This is a monumental work and a good speci­
men oft Muslim histoliiography.

ShAH WALT AlLAH 

Shah Waii Allah was born at Delhi in 1703. His other 
- T -names are Qu~ub al-Oin Al)Dlad and 'A~1m al.Din. He is also· 

kno\vn as Shah Wali Allah Dihlawi or Dih1avf. · 

1-lis father 'Abd al-Ra}:li1n had a considerable reputation for. 
piety, and had given up the family traditio'n oF military occu- . 
pation in favour of learning. In order to live in peace and 
religious devotion 'Abd al-Ra}:llm had established a religious 
seminary at Delhi, and passed his life in teaching the students 

and enthusiasts who gathered at the sentinary. He died in 17.18~ 

,\vhen Shah Wal1 Allah was about sixteen years old. 

Shah Wati Allah was sent to his fatl1er's seminary at the 
age of five. At the age of fifteen, he completed' his forrmal 
education. In tl1e meantime, after the ~~ah had obtained fami-

liarity \vith the basic doctrines and tenets of Islamic mysticism. 
he was formally initiated into a ~ufi order by his father. 

After the death of 'Abd al-Ral}im, the responsibilit¥ of 
1naintaining the seminary devolved on Shah Waif Allah. From 

1718 to 1730, the Shah taught different religious subjects at the - . 
seminary, and took special interest in Haditlz studies. l!}u~ing 

this period, politicat events of an appalling nature in lridia, led 
him to think also about political and social matters. 

After the death of Awrangzib widespread corrruption had 
taken hold of the public administration and tlie mansabdari Of 

. feudal military system. Intellectual activities were largely absolved 
in abstract discussion of a sophistic and legal nature. Sectari­
anism, especially the conflict between the Shi'ah and the S11nni 
dro~e a wedge between the Indian Muslims. Shah Wali Allah's 
attention wa~ attracted increasingly to this contemporary situation • 
and he began to search for ways to introduce refor.m in the 
administration and society, and to resolve differences among the 
Mus lim sects.

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In 1730 the Shah went on a pilgrimage to Makkah and ·-
Madinah. He passed about one year tl1ere in close association 
witli famou5 teachers and learned· 'ulama' of the time. He studied. 
Hadith literature with them, a factor which considerably altered 
the development of his tninking.

Afte~ his return from Makkah in 1732, he set hitnself witlt 

undivided attention to the task of working out a new interpre-
tation oF Islam, and to the introduction of social, politica l and 
religious refoFms in Muslim society. He translated the Qur'an

into Persian against strong opposition from the 'ulan1a' . Thus, 
lie brought the ~ur'in for the first time within the reach o f tl1e 
~ersian reading public. · '

He interpreted human nature in ternts of his 1nystic expe-
. tiences and found the ultimate meaning of the ttniverse in its 

inli.erent ''salutary purposiveness" or ntaslalzah. He constructed 
... 

a rational philosopnical ~ystem according to which " salutary 
purposiveness" resides in every act of God and ought to be a 

• 

motive in the conscious activities of man. Thus, he int roduced 
rationalism into lndo-Pak Muslinl thinking, which ex.erted great 
influence on the outlook or the later generations. .

Shah · Wali Allah condemned the usage oF blind imitation 
or: taqlia in matters of' religion, and advocated the application 
of eresh opinion or ijtihad to religious matters. In order to 

emphasize the necessity for reopening the door of ijtilzad which had 
been earlier. declared closed by the fiat of the 'ulama', he 
declared himself to be a mujaddid or a religious reformer. Also, 
he invited the admini~trators and politicians to introduce econo· 
mic and political reform, and wrote letters to them with concrete 
suggestions for the improvement of the then existing feudal 
milita~ system. Furthermore, he felt very strongly that the 
task of reformation ·was to be carried out through spreading 
education and enliglitentnent among the Muslims. He, therefore, 
concentrated his efforts on the i1nprovement of the standard of 
education at the seminary, and served there as a teacher unt! I 
his death: in I'Z62. · · ~ 

Sh~b Wali Allah's ideas of reforrm we~:e carr.ied foJ:Ward --
1)~ his disciples and successors with great enthusiasm. They

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CHAPTER IV 
• 

E~RL¥ RELIGIOUS REFORM MOVEMENT 

Towards the end of the eighteenth century the ideas of 
social and religious reforms ·took a definite and practical shape 
among the Indian Muslims. The efforts of the successors of 
Shih Wali Allah to spread education and enlightenment were 
beginning to sti~ tneir spirit. The early years of the nineteenth 
century were marked by a vigorous revival of this reforn1ist 
trend, cniefiy thl\ough the preachings of Shah l'itna'Il ~hahid and 
Sa~yid A}}.mad Sbah1d of Ray-Bareli 

Shah lsma'il was oom at Delhi about AD 1781'. He \vas 
the onl~ son o£" Shah 'Abd aiGhani and the grandson oF 
Shih Wali Allah As a student he was very fond of studying 
his tor.~, geography and . mathematics ; he also took a great interest 
ia pnysical culture, including long distance swimming in the 
r.i~er Jamuna, JJiding, and swordmanship. 

After -completing his formal education at the seminary of 
Shah Wall Allah at about the age of sixteen, he became a teacher 
at the above seminar.¥, and devoted his leisure time to preaching. 
He was a great enthusiast for: reform and a good orator 

About the year 1810 he launched a reform campaign and 
preached against popular superstitions, polytheistic innovations 
and against the uncomprromising dogmatism of the orthodox 
cutama' He opposed Fazl-~aqq K.bayrabadi, for instance, in tlte 
latter's ~iew that the Hanaft school was the best of all schools 
o.F law, and that it was incumbent on every Hanafi to imitate 
f)lindl~ (taqlid) all the p~inciples and details that had been 
expaunded oy the leadets of that: school. He also opposed 
Khayrabadf's doct~ine that the creation of another. person tifce 
Mu].lammad was an impossibility in itself (imtina' bi'l-dhat). 

'Jhis fefolfm campaign remained non-political" until about: 
1818, when: Shah lsma'Il joined hand with Say~idl Al}.mad S~ahidJ

of Ray-Bareli. Henceforth, this reform campaign gained wide 
popularity and came to be known as Tariqah-i-Muhammadiyalt 
n1ovement. It also acquired a political character under the 
leadership of Sayyid Al}mad ~Eahid, and in about 182~, it 
flared up into a jihad or holy war against the Sikh rule in the 
Punjab and the North \vest Frontier Province. . 

Sayyid A}:tmad Shahid was born at Ray-Bareli in 1786. 
Fron1 an early age the Sayyid was pious in his personal be­
haviour and generous to his friends. He took great pity on 
the llard(\hip of the poverty-stricken people. He did not, however, 
have a formal education during hie; boyhood. Sometimes be­
t\veen 1800 and 1810 he arrived at Delhi and presented liim-

self to Shah 'Abd al-'Aziz at the seminary of Shah Wali ~llah: 
In spite of great enthusiasm, formal education did not prove 
a success for him. In 1810 he joined the caval~y of< Mir .. 
IQ!an, who later became the Nawwab of Tonk, and Ser.ved 
until Mir !{han en~~r~d into an agreement with the East India 

Company in 1816. 
The Sayyid then came to Delhi and lived in association 

with ~~al1 'Abd al-'Aziz, while lsma'il was touring the Punjab 
in disguise. During the long absence of Ismi'il from IDelni, 
and amidst rumours that he was assassinated by. the Sjkhs~ 

the Sayyid was elected by ~bah 'Abd al-'Az1z as his successor. 
(Jah-nashin) for the religiouc; leadership of the Muslim commu­
nity. Shih Isma'il, on return from his tour of tlie Punjab 
in 181 ~' met the Sayyid, paid allegiance to hlm and became 
his disciple. With the alliance of Isma'Il and the Sa~yid, tlie 
n1ovement also entered into a ne\v phase. · 

During the above first phase of the Tarlqah-i-Muhammadiyalz~ 
the liberal preachings of Isma 'i I towards a relaxation o.R tile 
rigours of sectarianism and his attack on the heretic accretion

of the traditional orthodoxy had r.oused a considerable oppo-
sition. 'Fhe most prominent among his opponents was Maw-
lawi Fazl-i-I:Iaqq Khayrabadi. · 

Mawlawi Fazl-i-I:Iaqg ~also known as '~llama Fazl-i-l:laqq 
Kl1ayrabadi or Dar~bad1), was born in 1797. He was a man 
ofi great learning and was highly accomplished in philosophy 
(see I, index, ''Kl1ayrabadi"). He was a staunch n and

the validity of taqlid ( i. e., blind imitation in matters of, 
religion ), desirability of, sectarianism and on the nature · o fc 
the prophet.Jiood o~ <Mul}ammad. He believed that the Hana:fj 
school was the best of all schools of law in Islam ; tl1at, olipd 
imitation on ~he par~ of the masses was incumbent; and 
Mu~am·mad having been the "seal of the prophets", (Klzatii1J 
.al-nabiyin), creation of. another prophet like him \Vas an im­
·possit>ility per se. ·

muting the time of the revolt of 1857-1858, Fazl-i·J:Iaqq 
bad joined hands with Al}mad Allah Shah against the Bri~ish 
and lie had to remain a fugitive until he died in 1861'. 

The second phase of the Tariqah-i-MuhamtnadiJ'ah began~ 

as stated above, in 1818. Henceforth the Sayyid and lsma'il 
decided to undertake extensive tours in India for preaching~ 
wliicli proved a .great success. In· 1822 both of them set out 
fo~ a pilgrimage to Makkah through Patna, Calcutta and Bomb~y, 
accompanied by hundreds of. disciples. Under the leadership 
of. the Sayyid, the 'Fariqah.i-Multammadiyah \Vas drifting towards 
alihad o~ a lioly war aimed at the self-preservation of the 
Muslim community in India. 

In 1823, when the~ returned from Makkah, the Tariqah-i 
Muhammadiyah embarked on a Jihad against the Sikhs in th~ 
Nortli west Frontie~ province. From 1824 to 1831 Isma'Il and 
tQe Sa~id led about nine campaigns against the forces o£ 
Ran~it Singh, the then Sikh ruler of tll:e Punjab. But, finally,

they were sux:prised b~ the Sikh forces at Balakot in 1831', and 
tiotli lsmi'Il and tile Sayyid died fighting. 

An off-shoot oF this movement became also prominent in 
Bengal which: was led b;y Mit! Nithir. 'Ali alias Titu Mir, a disciple 
of Sayyid A~mad ~~~hid. {gnde11 ·the peculiar socio-economi~ 
conditions of Bengal it quickly. took the. for.m of an agrarian refor:m , . 

and, in' this context, came· in~o ~iolent conflict at first with the-
Hindu landlords and later with British gov.ernment. It flourished 
from 182'1 to 1831 and was annlhilated by a military exped~tion 
fr.om Calcutta at the end o~ 1831. . · , · -

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Previously the Sayyid had set up a network of suppor-ters 
throughout Northern India from Peshawar to East Bengal, and 
the movement continued notwithstanding the death of lsma'Il 
and the Sayyid. Further1nore, a considerab·te portion . oF tlie 
forces of the Tariqah-i-Mulzammadiyah had settled on the moun­
tanious fringes of the North West Frontier Province, near the 
fa1no~1 s Khyber Pass. They received military and financial help 

· fro1n the re<>t of the country for a considerable period and 
kept struggling against the penetration oF British power into that 

• region. , 

In East Bengal, there was another significant movement 
kno\Vll as "Fara'i9I'' . This movement arose independently of 
the reformist trend of Shah Wali Allah. [t was started by 
f.Iaji Shar1 'at A Uah as early as 1818. , 

• 

~ari'at Allah received his education at Makkah, where 
he spent t\venty years from about 1799 to 1818. There appear~ 
to be little doubt that the Fara'idi move1nent was inspired 
and greatly influenced by the Wahhabi reforms of Arabia. Yeb 
it differed from Wahhabism in certain important ~espects, 

particularly in its compromising attitude toward sufism. Sharf'a~ 
• 

Allah accepted sufi~n1 in a ntodified form and practised it 
as a means to the attain1nent of piety and love of God. 

TheFara'idi movement ·primarily aitned at introducing 
social and religious reforn1. It \vas based on two Fundamental 
doctrines, viz., ( i ) the l!Jnity of God, and ~ ii l equality and 
brother hood of n1an. fn additon, it acquired gradually an agra­
rian character. Thanks to this agrarianism, the m..ovement 
spread throughout East Bengal in a sltort time. 

In spite of constant intrigues and the enmity oV tlie 
land-lords, the Fara'idi stood its ground during the ~ife time 
oF Shari'at Allal1 who died in 1840. 'Flie leadership o£ tlie 
movement then passed to his son Mu~sit1. al-BI~n A~mad (!lias · 
Dudu Miyan. ·

: Tlie Balakot disaster of 1831, in which the Sayyid and 
Ismi'Il were killed, ·ended the jihad campaigns of the Tariqah-i­
Muhammadiyah. But the movement resumed its preaching and 
propaganda for social and religious reforms with redoubled vigour 

und~r the leadership of Wil~at 'Ali, 'lnayat ':Ali, Shah Mul)ammad 
Isbiq, Mamluk 'Alt and others. Shortly after, however, the move· 
ment came in direct conflict witli the then North-West Frontier 
polic~ o£ the &st India Company government, anq its strength 
was broken b~ the famous ccsitanah campaign, and "the An1bala 
trial" of11863-186r. . 

Thereafter tlie movement almost complete!~ disintegrated, 
and with the exception of a few fighting tribes in tl1e North­
west frontier province, the spirit of the Tariqah-i-Muhammadiyah

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CHAPTER V

THE GREAT REVOLT OF 1857·1858 

The great revolt of 1857-1858 l1as been popularl~ known 
as tho Sepoy Mutiny but, in recent times, widely interpreted as 
war of Independence. It represents a complex reaction of the 
Hindus and niuslims of Indo-Pakistan subcontinent against the 
usurpation of political po\ver by the East India Company and 
a supreme attempt on the part of the people to rehabilitate 
the old h1digenous order or the cosmopolitan Mughal system 
i}l place of the new order in1posed. by the British. .' . 

• 

The imme<liate causes were rosentinent of the native army 
to the disrespect shown by the English Officers to their religion 
and socio-religious customs. It also embodied a protest against 
the proselytising activities of the Christian missionaries. Secondly, 
t.he habitual lack of deep-seaterl allegiance of a mercenary, army 

• 

to arroga11t and haughty foreign rulers. 

The real causes were l1owever, long standing and cht·ottic. 
This became evide11t \Vl1en the revolt flared up on a wide scale 
when the mutiny of the Britislt native ax1ny took the shape of 
a national rebellion. In the first place, it may be judged as 
a revolt of the popular conscience to driv~ away the foreign 
rulers witl1 the object of establishing indigenous rule. This pat· 
riotic feeling was long nurtured :Oy the policy of agrandizement

adopted by the officials of the East India Compan~ and was 
fed by the injured pride of the people on account ofl the ill­
treatment and deception to which the indigenous princes \Vere 

~ 

subjected to by the British 0fficials. Secondly, it was a revolt 
of the old order against the new one which did not recognise 
the moral values, social customs and prejudices of. the people. 
In this respect, it was tlte overthrown princes, dsp~ived land-

lords and disgruntled nobles wlio succeeded to intensif~ the struggle •

!Fliirdly, it was inspired b}! a religious feeling. Hence, the appeal

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ofi the leaders to the Hindus as well as the lVIus lims to stand 
forth in defence of religion was most effective.

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The Revolt of 1857-1858 marked a turning point in Iridian 
ltistory. Witl1 its suppression the long line of7 Muslim rule in l·ndia 
can1c to an end, ru1d all hope of recovering MusJ.im hegemony. was 
removed. In 1857 Emperor Bahadu~ Shih was removed from ·the 
throne of Delhi a11d exiled to Rangoon. In 1858 India was declared 
a colony of tl1e British Crown. This marked the end of the rule 
of 1~110 East India Company. 

Against the background of the Revolt two significant move-
• 

ments arose an1o11g tho Muslin1s of India. One was the conserva· 
tive Deobaud movement, which aimed at the preservation o£ lt'Iuslim 
culture througlt the spread of religious education and preaching. 
The other \Vas tl1e modernist Aligarh movement, wmch sought 
political a11d educational advancement of Muslims througli the cul­
tivation of western science and philosophy. The protagonist of 
both moven1ents had concentrated their attention in the educational 
field, and in t in1e, evolved two educational systems, each tieing 
radicaiJy different from tl1e other. .. 

The fow1ders of the Deoband movement were largely tlie 
successors of Shah Wali Allah's reform movement. 'Fhey viewed the 
\vestom penetration into India as a challenge of €hristianit~ to Islam 
(See 159, voJ. I, pp. 21-37). They were suspicious of Eu~rope and based 
their system of education on the traditional Nizamiah scheme. 

• 

To the liberal section of tbe Muslim communit~ the European 
in1pact appeared as a political, economic and intellectual challenge 

• • 

rather tha11 a religious one. They were quic~ to realise the si~ifi-
caJtce of tl1e impact of modem science and techn:olo~ on the 
old \vays of life. Accordingly, they based the Migarli mo,·ement 
on tl1e model of Cambridge and Oxford 'Universities. 

Al1other type of response to the European impact was the 
Ahmadiyah movement. In all appearance it was a counter-attact 
to tho proselytising activities of the €1iristian missionaries. Its 
ain1s and objects were entirely religious. It sought to spread Islaan 
in the countries of Europe and of. America througJi the appli·

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cation of modem proselytising techniques learned from tl1e Cltris-
• • • • tian misstonartes. 

In: the course of time there arose several ot11er cultural and 
religious movements sucl1 as Nadsvat al-' U/ama, Anju1nan-i-Hin1a-

• 

yat-i-Islanr, A.njunJaiZ·i-Taraqqi-1-Urdu, Ja1na'at-i-Tab/igh, and Fal· 
safah-i-Rabhalli. These have been more or less imbued by tl1e 
desire to or,ing about a synthesis between the principles of Ishtn1 

and the realities of modern life. ltl recent times tl1ere have 
arisen also two cultural movements. which have gained consider­
able popularity in Pakistan, Jama'at-i-lslami in the western wing, 

and 1lamaddun Majlis in the eastern \Ving. The forn1er displays 
a conservative outlook and rejects everything from Europe or 
America, the latter is a modernist movement wlticl1 seeks for a 

rapprochement between Pakistan and the west. 

The Aligarh policy of encouraging 1nodern education among 
Muslims engendered political consciousness of a healthy type, and 
led eventually to the for1nation of the All India Muslim League 
in ~906. From 1909 to 1919 diverse political events in India and 
outside brought the Muslims of India into the field of activo politics 
from wliich they. had previousl~ tended to keep aloof. The Lucknow 
pa.ct of •1916 between the All-India Muslim League and the Indian 
National €ongress followed, along with the subsequent Khilafat 
and "non-violent non .. co-operation" movements. Tltese were jointly 
sponsored by the League and the Congress and brought Hindus 
and Muslims closer together. 'Fhe fundamental aim of both the 
parties \vas to achieve Independence for India. The then growing 
spirit o~ ndia.n nationalism had a tremendous appeal to both 
tlie comtnunities • 

• 

However, around 1930, when tli:e leaders of. the two parties 
attempted a concrete settlement of their respective rights and privile­
ges, serious differences crop~d up which could not be easily resolved. 
In the meanthne theKhilt;ifat movement ended, and Indian nationalisnt. 
progressivel~ took on the appearance of Hindu nationalism. Tl1e 
central question was what form o~ government India would have after 
independence. The leagpe de1nanded a federal type of government 
witll extensive ptovincial autonomy, and adequate constitutional 
safeguardS for minorit~ conttnunities. The €ongress favoured a 

• 
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unitary gover11ment witn a strong cetttre, and persistent!~ evaded 
the problen1 by its policy statement, "acquisition (or. independence) 
first and distribution next. "This resulted in estrangement o£ the 
1\iuslhns from Indian nationalism. 

In 1930 Iqbal had moved for an independent Muslim state 
in north-wcstorn Ind ia. In 1936 the All-India Muslim League, 
which \Vas pushed into oblivion dtu'ing the Khi/afat Inovement, 
\Vas revita lised uuder the leadership of Muhammad Ali Jinnah. 
In 1940 the Pakista11 resolution was adopted by the League. lihe 
failure of the Ca binet Mission's plan for a federation of India 
in 1946 rc1novod all possibilities of Hindu-1\'Iuslim agreement for 
a united India. I11 1947 two i11dependent states, ·India and Pakistan,.

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CHAPTER I 

• DEODAND MOVEMENT 

~he Mutiny. of. 1857-1858 had left Mus lim religious lea­
d~rs, or: the '&lama", in a tragic situation. Their status was 
severely affected by the educational policy adopted by the East 
India @ompany; government in 1835. It stated that "lhe great 
object of the British government ougltt to be the promotion 
of European literature and science an1ong the natives of India 
and that the fund appropriated to education would be best em­
ployed in English education alone," (see 524, p. 42). Furthermore, 
aftet tlie Mutiny their patrons were gone and their honour was lost 
(see 151, p. 212 ff.. ~· "It \vas a calamity and disaster' ' says 
one o~ their hiC)torians, ''with \vhich Indian Muslims were afflicted 
fo~ the first time; all sources (of relief) were t ried and ex­
hausted ; and! the fate (taqllir) had overcon1e all endeavou~s 

(!tad6ir)". (See 159, part I, pp. 50-51). 

Yet, tltere were some individuals an1ong the 'ula1na' who 
had long experience in teaching. They had inherited the hi­
thertofore popular educational system called Dars. i-Nizamiyalz 
(see 152, p. 404 ff.) 'Fhey. were also the successors of the 
reform n1ove1nent of Shalt Wali Allah. Their hearts were 4 

th~oobing with energy and they were eager to do something 
to preserve Islamic culture in India . 

Before and after the Mutiny the 'ulama' were caught in 
a difficult situation because they opposed the study of English 
as an insidious device of Christian missionaries to ga~n con· 
verts, yet they found, ignorance of it, a great disadvantage. In 
or.de~ to defend Islam, they had to take part in lengthy de· 
bates with Christian missionarie~. '];he debates were frequently 
held at I!.,ucknow, Delhi and elsewhere (see 151, p. 219; 159, 
part I, R· 34 fF,; and 168, pp. 233-42). 'Fhey had to write, 
in addition, tracts and pamphlets in refutation of the Christiao

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missionary polen1ics against Islam (see 159, part I, pp. 35-37~. 
· After the Mutiny they met in the United ProYince ~W. 

P.) of India and decided to star·t three. religious seminaries, 
• 

at Deoband, Saharanpur and Murada.bad . . These seminaries

were called Dar al-'Ulu1n, Mazallir ai-'Uium and Madrasalz· 
• 

Qasim al·'Ulu11t respectively (see 159, part 17 p. 53.)

The n1ovement progressed with great speed and soon cante 
• 

to occupy an intportant place in the Muslim wor.ld. In course 
of time, however, the Deoband seminary assumed the central 
position and the other two seminaries were subordinated to it. 
Writing in 1943, W. C. Smith re1narks about: the Deoband

seminary, ' 'Next to the Azhar Df Cairo, it is the most im-
portant and respected theological academy of the Muslim lVOrld" 
(see 168, p. 295). 

Tl1e influence of the Deoband moven1ent has been \Vide .. 
spread among the Mulims of India and Pakistan. ln.numerable 
schools of the Deoband type were established in the lengtll 
and breadth of these t\vo countries. 

About the year 1781 an Islamic theological seminary had 
been established at Calcutta, \Vl1ich was maintaine·d by tile Bri­
tish Government. The sen1inary \vas known as Calcutta Mad­
rasah and produced a large number of theologians eve~ year. 
'Fhis Madrasab, which was controlled by the government, de-

veloped a tendency of opposition to Deoband. 
Another educational movemen ~ \Vhicfi sought a rapproch-

. 1nent between the traditional Muslim system of education and 

the modern system, \Vas /{adH,at al-'Uia1na', founded about 1890 
in the United province ( U. P.l. In East Bengal a similar move· 
ment was started about the year 1913. whicli is known as 
''Reformed Schetlle of Muslim Education." These movements

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1HE AHMADI¥~H 0R THE QADlY ANI MOVEMENT 

The Abmadiyah moverilentl)>rimarily stands for new interpreta­
tion ·of Islam in the liglit o~ modern life and thought. Historical!~~ 
it is an attempt to preserve islamic culture h1 India in the face 
ofheretic ' tendencies wliich ·were ·taking hold of English educated 
Indians dtuing 'tlie second half of, the nineteenth century. It also 
appears to ·be a type ~ of."religious·response to the Western challenge 
and a coimter-attack to the Christian missionary activities. The 
fact that the A):lmadiyah ·movement ba;sed itself on a reinterpreta­
tion of Messianic doctr-ine ·and certain do·gmas relating to the 
birth and death o£ Jesus Christ, lends support to this conte11tion 
(see ·154, pp. 27'l-95 : "The new polemic"). In this respect the 
influence o~ the rationalism of Sir Sayyid on the A}:ln1adiyah is 
evident, s~cially in the belief that Jesus Christ wa..s not bont 
without a father (see lSi;, p. 79 and p. 189 ff.). Tl1is movement 
may also 8e regarded as a revival of mahdisn1 which was not 
peculiar during tlte nineteenth century • 

MitZI" Ghulim A9mad ofi Qadiyan (1835-1908), the founder 
of this movement was a great scholar in Arabic and Persian. He 
began writing -articles after the age of forty. Fro1n childhood 
he was subject to dreams, mystic voices and the like. In l882 be 

to be a Mu}addid or religious reforn1er, an<l as such he 
. was welcomed b~ many Muslims. But in 1888, he claimed to nave 

received a revelation from God ordering him to accept bay'at ot 

hom~ge from the people. This estranged the general Muslims front 
his association. He thereupon founded a community called 
''A~adiyah',. In 189.1 he claimed to be Messiah, Mahdi, and tl1e 
incarnation of Krishna. He died in 1908. 

After the death ot the Mirzi, Nur al-Din was made his 
successor or Ca1ipb. He is known as the "Second caliph''. He 
died iD 1914. Thereafter, the Al}madiyah sect split up into two

After 1947, the 
latter's headquarters have been shifted toJRabwah in ·west Pakistan. 
By popular usage, the Lahore and Woking school is more generall~ 
coming to be identified as "Al}madi" and ·the Rabwah School 
as "Qadiyani' '. 

The Lahore and Waking Schoo.l were led by at-Hajj Khwaja

~w1tb two constituent parts separated from each othor. by more 
than one thousand miles, was not merely a theor~ conceived by a 
philosopl1er but an idea \\'hich developed in the light of actual 
political, ecot1omic and social experience of about one hundred years. 

The herodian loyalism of Sir Sayyid had set the Muslims 
once again on the liJ1c of progress, after the great debasement 
following the lVIutiny. As early as 1858, Sir Sayyi<l was gTeatl~ 

attracted by the prospect of introducing an impartial rule of law 
in India. He urged tl1at the natives should be included in the 
law-making body (see 428, p. 221). "The word liberty," he said 
•'has for us all a spell which causes the heart to beat more 
strongly, the lJreast to l1eave more proudly. When we possess an · 
Indian parliament, legislating n1ainly for the good of the count~y, 
filled by men \Vhose fidelity is beyond suspicion, then shall bright 

days of India return, or rathel'· brighter days than eve~ she 
:possessed in her best times" (ibid. p. 225). 

This prospect of parliaments~ democracy., however, brought 
difficult problems to tl1e Indian P,olitical scene, especially from 
:186~ when the Sa11skritic language moyement ofi the Hindus 
threatened the integrity of the Urdu language (ioid., p. 22:Z). 
Within a short time, he realized that democracy, in the sense 
o£ a "majority rule," was not applicable to India. Speaking in 
1883, he said, "The system of representation &~ election in COUD· 

tries where the population is composed of one nee and ono 
creed ••• is no doubt the best system that can be adopted. .But, 
My l!..ord, . in a count~y. like India. where caste distinctions itiU 

' :flourish, where there is no fusion of the various whero 
••

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religious distinctions are still violent, where educa tio11 in its 
modem sense has not made an equal and proportionate progress 
among all the sections of the population, I am coilvinced that 
the introduction ot the principle of eloction pure and simple for 
representation oF. various interest on the local boards and the 
district councils would be attended by evils of greater significance 
than purely economic consideration'' (see 77, p. 123). 

In 1906, an attempt was made by Muslin1 leaders to secure 
the Muslim communit~ from eternal subjugation by the majority 
community; three times its size, through separate electorates. This 

was accorded in the Morley-Minto reform of 1909. Tl1is initial 
success brought the Muslims into practical politics who l1ad kept 

hitherto fore aloof7 from that field (see 161, p. 69 ff. ). 

The annulment of. the partition of Bengal it1 1912 c.ompelled 
the Muslims to change their attitude front "loyalism" to 011e of 
str.uggle for. self-government. The first serious atton1pt was made 
for a Hindu-Muslim rapprochement in tl1e League-Congress pact 
o£ 1916.. Both parties agreed jointly on a detailed scheme of 

teforms as a definite step toward self-government. 

The subsequent Klzilafat and non-violent non-cooperation 

movements failed, despite the expectations of ma11Y, to mould 
the Hindu and Muslim aspirations into a hon1ogeneous natio11a· 
lism (161', p. 218 ff). In 1927 the Muslim League demanded a 
federal government with adequate constitutional safeguards for tl1e 
Muslims which was turned down curtly by the l11dian National 
€ongress. 1ihe Congress view was expressed in their formula of 
''acquisition first and distribution next,. Henceforth, the question 
of federal ¥ersus unitary government b~came tlto central issue of 
Hindu-Muslim unity., which engaged the keenest attention of Indian 
political leaders in tho Round Table Conference of 1930-1931 .

About 1936 the Muslim League, which 
had been superceded b~ the Khilafat movement, was revived under 
the leadership of Muhammad ~li Jinnah. In 1940 the historic 
Pakistan resolution was adopted by, the All India Muslim League.
